How do churches develop an internal culture that is willing to take risks while
preventing burnout of their leaders? We will spend the day exploring that topic in the peaceful setting of
KBY. Come prepared to refresh your spirit with worship, collaboration, and fun as Erin leads us in a process
of discernment for our congregational health. The day will include worship, a keynote lecture, small group
collaboration and sharing, Q & A, lunch, and time for you to relax; we might even add in a little bit of art!

After a light breakfast bar, we’ll begin with worship at 9:30 a.m., and our program together will close in
worship at 2:30 p.m. Before or after our scheduled time together, you might choose to kayak, play board
games, hike, or organize a game of ping pong.
